In the next several weeks we will have the opportunity to celebrate  
the Easter Sacraments of Confirmation and First Eucharist with the 
youth of our parish.   
 
There are five First Eucharist Masses scheduled over the next  
several weeks, starting with this weekend. We can sense the  
excitement of the children as they prepare for this most wonderful  
opportunity: receiving Jesus in the Sacrament of the Holy Eucharist  
for the first time. We join their parents in the sense of pride we have 
for each to them as they take this important step.

The renovation of Delaney Hall is nearing completion.  
 
The kitchen appliances have been chosen and ordered. After some 
additional electrical wiring in the kitchen the new refrigerators, freezer, 
ice machine, microwave ovens and convection oven will be delivered 
and installed. The new air-conditioning units need to be tested and 
adjusted for optimal use. 
 
We are in the process of choosing window treatments (blinds) and the 
design pattern for the new chairs.  As these chairs were not part of the 
original plan we will be reaching out to you for some financial help in 
defraying the purchasing expense of these new chairs. 
 

The new estimated date for the completion of the renovation of 
Delaney Hall is mid-June.
