            “So which is it? Yanny or Laurel” 
 
I have to admit it, I got a bit caught up in the recent debate  
about which sound I was hearing. Was it Yanny or Laurel? For 
the life of me I couldn’t understand how anyone could possibly 
be hearing the word, Laurel. (Truth be told, I kept hearing  
Yammy, not Yanny!) 
 
This weekend we have a similar debate that has its roots in  
biblical time. Do Catholics, and other Christians, believe in One 
God or Three? There’s no question for us believers in Jesus. 
There is only ONE GOD but there are THREE DISTINCT  
PERSONS. Those who do not share our faith simply say, ñIf you 
say that there are three persons in one God then you are  
actually saying that you believe in three Gods.ò They are  
mistaken. 
 

You and I know that this is simply not true. We are strict  
monotheists, people who believe that there is only ONE GOD. 
Throughout the history of the church there have been a number 
of people who tried to explain this GREAT MYSTERY. Among 
them St. Patrick of Ireland who used the three leafed clover or 
shamrock to illustrate how this is possible. While the shamrock 
has three sections or parts it is in fact only one leaf. Just like 
God. He has three distinct persons but is ONE GOD. 
 

This weekend we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most Holy  
Trinity, our belief that there are three Divine Persons in ONE 
GOD. We can see from our belief in the Most Holy Trinity that 
God’s interior life is a trinity of persons, a community of equal 
persons. 
 

From that belief flows a number of truths that we hold to be true. 
For example, take our belief in marriage as a community of love 
and friendship, a partnership of equals, where a man and  
woman in an act of total self-giving and self-donation are open  
to the blessing of bringing children into world with the blessing of 
Almighty God. 
 

While many could debate the question about the truth of the 
Trinity, as Catholics along with other Christians, we take it on 
faith. There are three persons in ONE GOD.  
 

May we come to experience God’s Trinitarian love for us and share 
that with others!

Question of the Week? How do I see God?  

Today we celebrate the feast of the Most Holy Trinity. 

This feast allows us to celebrate a dogma (a truth, or 

principal) of our faith, that there is one God and in this 

one God there are three Divine Persons; God the  

Father, God the Son, and the Holy Spirit. When we try to 

understand this miracle we are sometimes faced with a 

roadblock, we only understand beings as one, it is  

difficult to understand the fact that God is one and 

three. So letõs look at an example:  

 

At room temperature water is fluid.  

When Water is frozen it becomes solid.  

When water is heated it becomes vapor.  

 

All three forms of water; solid, vapor and fluid are all still 

water, just in other forms.  

 

So is God three separate beings but still One God.  

 Solid in Jesus, who came as one of us to free us from 

our sins.  

Vapor in the Holy Spirit who guides us and becomes our 

Advocate.  

Fluid in God the Father who created us and envelopes 

us in love.
