   ñDELANEY HALL OPEN HOUSE: SMASHING SUCCESS!ò 
 
Our open house to showcase the renovations of Delaney Hall  
on the weekend of June 30 & July 1st was a smashing success. 
Those who visited were amazed at the beautiful job, which  
includes the new kitchen appliances (new refrigerators, freezer, 
microwave ovens, a commercial convection oven and ice-making 
machine), the installation of mini-split air conditioners throughout 
the hall and the restoration of the original flooring.  
 
I was amazed that so many people thought that the flooring was 
newly installed. But, in fact, it is the original flooring, which  
underwent a substantial refinishing and restoration process.  
 
Anyone who has undergone some type of renovation in their  
home knows, that as the work is underway, other additions or  
repairs become apparent. This was true of the renovation of 
Delaney Hall. We addressed needed repairs in both bathrooms 
off the hall, which we covered under our maintenance account.  
 
The purchase of 300 new chairs also became apparent.  
Therefore, we purchased 200 in material (for parties and other 
more formal gatherings) and 100 in vinyl (for parties and  
everyday use). Since the chairs were not covered under the  
original Capital Campaign I am appealing to you to consider  
donating a chair ($40) or set of three chairs ($100). They are  
both beautiful and sturdy! Please refer to page seven for  
additional information on how you can help by donating a chair. 
 
We ordered window treatments for the ten windows in Delaney 
Hall and the kitchen. We anticipate that they will be installed by 
mid-August.

In todayôs Gospel, Jesus sends the disciples out two by two, 

telling them to speak to those who will listen about repentance. 

Why two by two? My thoughts are that each of us has a unique 

outlook on our beliefs, and even though itôs rooted in the same 

knowledge, how itôs presented to others could be that one 

spark that someone needs.  

 

How do you learn? I am a visual learner, I like to see and do 

things hands on, but not everyone is like that, some people 

need to read it themselves and other like to listen to someone 

speak. If youôre like my dad you do by trial and error (Who 

needs the instructions?).  However you learn, having someone 

to discuss the issue with always gives you a new perspective 

or can solidify your thoughts.
