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        ñFor the Son of Man did not come to be served 
                                   but to serve. . .ò  
 

On October 4th, the church celebrates the Feast of St. Francis  
of Assisi. While St. Francis is so often associated with animals,  
it was through his ministry that the church was to undergo a  
profound transformation. While praying before the Crucifix at  
the San Damiano Chapel St. Francis heard the call to ñGo and  
rebuild my church, which you see is in need of repair.ò He  
originally took this call literally rebuilding the chapel, which was 
 falling apart. Eventually he realized that the call was an  
invitation to rebuild the church through spiritual renewal. 
 

Itôs no wonder that our Holy Father took Francis as his name 
accepting the pastoral responsibility and challenge to ñrebuild 
the churchò in our time.  
 

St. Francis began to preach the Gospel with simplicity and  
devotion. His preaching and way of life inspired men to follow 
him. These followers were to be known as the Friars Minor,  
Fratres Minores, that is, the Lesser Brothers. In other words, 
Francis believed that the men who would follow him would be 
known by their service to others. As Lesser Brothers, they  
would be able to serve everyone who came to them in need.  
No one was below their care as they were the ñLesser  
Brothers.ò 
 

Francis did all this in imitation of Jesus, who told his disciples 
that ñ. . .the Son of Man did not come to be served but to  
serve. . . .ò He was so extraordinary in his imitation of Jesus  
that he was known as the ñLittle Gospel.ò 
 

How do you and I see ourselves as ñlesser brothers and  
sisters?ò Certainly the service we provide for our neighbors  
who come to us in special need through our Parish Outreach 
and the St. Vincent de Paul Society are good examples of our 
doing this. This service, however, must not come from a  
position of superiority. We are not better than those whom we 
serve.  We must see them as our brothers and sisters. But  
each one of us has to account for doing this as individuals as 
well. In what ways are you doing this? 
 

Perhaps, itôs not a matter of our doing additional charitable 
works as much as it is a matter of adjusting the ñreasonò why  
we do the good things that we do.

Rosary Facts  
 
St. Dominic was a priest who 
founded the Dominican order in 

the year 1215. The Dominican 
priests live very simple &  
prayful lives. Dominic received 
a vision from Our Lady who 
showed him a wreath of roses, 
representing the rosary. She 
told him to say the rosary  

daily, teach it to all who would 
listen, and eventually the true 
faith would win out. Dominic 
was one of the first people to 
begin to pray the rosary. He 
spread devotion to it and used 

it to strengthen his spiritual 
life.  
 
Between May 13 and October 
13, 1917, Our Lady appeared 
to three children (Lucia de  
Jesus, age 10, and her cousins, 

Francisco and Jacinta Marto, 
age 9 & 7) near Fatima,  
Portugal. Mary asked the  
children to pray the rosary for 
world peace, for the end of 
World War I, for sinners and 
for the conversion of Russia. 

During the last apparition on 
October 13th, in the presence 
of about 70,000 people, the 
Lady told them that she was 
"Our Lady of the Rosary" and 
asked that a chapel be built in 

her honor on that site.  

Our students in levels 4-8 spent last week praying 
the Rosary. The month of October is dedicated  
to Our Lady of the Rosary (October 7) and we 
learned that one of the best ways to discover more 
about Jesus is through His mother Mary. Using 
Mary as a guide we see the relationship She had 
with Her Son and hope that we to can be that close 
to Jesus. The Rosary has been around a long time 
and many saints have said that the Rosary had 
helped to deepen their faith life. St. Louis de  
Montfort said, ¬When the Holy Rosary is said well, 
it gives Jesus and Mary more glory and is more 
meritorious than any other prayer.­ And ®The  
Rosary is the ¬weapon­ for these times.¯ -Saint  
Padre Pio. Rosaries are not just decorations. Battles 
have been won because people prayed the rosary! 
There have been hearts converted, and impossible 
intentions answered too. Your life can only be 
blessed if you start praying the rosary.   
 
As we told the students, when do you get 15 
minutes every day to be just quiet? Reciting the  
Rosary gives you that calming, disconnect from the 
crazy world and allows you to contemplate the 
beauty of God­s plan for you. That 15 minutes (ok 
10 for the mom­s out there) lets us listen to what 
God is asking of us, for a relationship with him, for 
just a small piece of our day to be with him.
